Osceola County invites you to a public information meeting regarding the Partin 
Settlement Road Improvements project on Thursday, January 21, 2021. The purpose of 
the project is to address capacity and safety needs along Partin Settlement Road from 
Neptune Road to Lakeshore Boulevard.  
 
Osceola County is examining future traffic needs and evaluating alternatives to achieve 
the project goals. The public meeting is being held to present the potential alternatives 
to the community and receive input. Following the meeting, the alternatives will be 
refined, and County staff will recommend a preferred alternative to the Osceola County 
Board of County Commissioners for review and approval, based on public input and 
findings from the alternatives study. The approved preferred alternative will be 
advanced to the design phase.

Attendees will have 
an opportunity to come anytime between 6 p.m. and 7:30 p.m. to view a looping 
presentation and project displays, speak with project team members and provide 
comments. Attendees will be required to wear masks and follow all safety guidelines. 
Those who are not feeling well may not attend the in-person meeting. 
 
• Virtual Meeting (Online) Option: The second option is to participate in a 
Virtual Public Meeting (VPM) from a computer, tablet or mobile device. The VPM 
will begin at 6 p.m. and will include the same presentation offered at the in-person 
location. Attendees in the virtual meeting will have an opportunity to download 
project displays and provide comments or ask questions. Advance registration is 
required for this option by going to: https://bit.ly/2Jtugnn.
